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4. ARRIVALS

4.1 By Air

4.1.1 Airports

Verona International Airport and Bolzano Airport are the official airports of Sudtirol 2009
IAAF World Youth Championshi ps. Verona is the only option if you are travelling with
vaulting poles (see 4.1.2) since only small aircraft land in Bolzano.

Arrivals to Munich (2.5 hours by road ) and Innsbruck (1 hour) are also  possible. Although
the LOC will not provide permanent welc ome desks at these airports, transportation to
Bressanone will be organised if requested in advance. Only federations with no visa issues
and confirmed transportation should make arrangements to arrive at airports other than

the official airports.

4.1.2 Welcome Service

Welcome desks will be operating at both official airports (arrivals hall) and will be open

during the expected arrival times of the Teams and Delegates.

Coaches will be arranged to transport teams. These will be clearly identified by signa ge
and will be parked outside the terminal building.

The transfer time from Verona to Bressanone is approximately 2 hours while from Bolzano
it is approximately 40 minutes.

4.1.3 Transportation of vaulting poles
Teams travelling to/from Verona Airport:

1 LOC will arrange to transport the vaulting poles  from the airport directly to the
Main Stadium where they will be safely stored and where they can be collected
from the Technical Manager . After the last day of competition , all poles must be
returned to th e Technical Manager and the LOC will arrange to transport the m
from the stadium directly to Verona Airport.

Teams travelling through other airports (Munich or Innsbruck):

1 The LOC would still prefer that vaulting poles be transported via Verona. Teams
exper iencing difficulties in flying the vaulting poles to Verona are kindly requested
to contact the LOC for advice.

Teams arriving by own means:

1 LOC will arrange to transport the vaulting poles from the Hotels to the Main
Stadium where they will be safely stor ed and where they can be collected from
the Technical Manager . After the last day of competition , the LOC will arrange to

transport the poles directly to the Hotels.

4.2 By Road

It is possible to reach Bressanone by using the A22 motorway exit Bressanone (from north)
or Chiusa (from south).

Teams arriving by road are kindly requested to go directly to their Hotel where members

of the Organising Committee will be waiting to welcome them. Teams are kindly
requested to inform the LOC about the arrival time on the Final Entries.

4.3 By Train

For teams arriving at Bressanone Railway station, team attach és will meet them at the
platform and escort them to the hotel. Teams are kindly requested to inform the LOC
about the arrival time  on the Final Entries .
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4.4 Visa Information

All Member Federations requiring a visa to enter the Italian Republic are obliged to
contact the Italian embassy or consulate in their respective country or in the nearby
country and to apply for the visa before leaving their country of o rigin. Without a valid
visa they will not be allowed to enter Italy. The Italian missions in each country ha ve been
informed about the IAAF World Youth Championships in Bressanone and will assist with
the application. See Appendix 1 for the list of countri es that need or do not need a visa
to enter Italy.

Submit, together with the application form, the Invitation Letter sent by the LOC with the
Circular Letter (a copy of which was sent and is available to the Italian missions and
agencies abroad).

Submit a certificate of medical insurance to cover the cost of treatment in relation to an
accident or sudden iliness in the territory of the Italian Republic. Although this is not
necessarily a pre -requisite for issuing the visa, it is nevertheless required to enter the Italian
territory.

Please be aware that visa procedures can vary from one country to another and it is

10.2 Entries

10.2.1 Age category

Only athletes aged 16 or 17 on 31 December in the year of the competition (only
athletes born in 1992 or 1993) may compete.

The maximum number of events in which a Youth athlete can comp ete is two individual
events plus the relay. If the two individual events are track events, only one of these two
individual races may be longer than ~ 200m.

No athlete younger than 16 years of age on 31 December in the year of the competition
(bornin 1994 or later) may be entered.

10.2.2 Entry Rules

Individual Events

A maximum of two athletes from any one Member can compete in each individual
event . Three athletes can initially be entered per event, provided each has achieved the

Entry Standard, but only t wo will be allowed to compete.

The maximum number of events that an athlete can compete in is two individual events
plus the Relay. If the two individual events are Track Events, only one of these two

individual races may be longer than 200m.

Medley Relay

Every Member may enter one team for each relay race, composed by a maximum of six
athletes. Any four athletes among those entered for the competition, whether for the

relay or for any other event, may then be used in the composition of the team for the fir st
round.

Unqualified Athletes

Members who have no male and/or no female qualified athletes whom they wish to

enter may enter one unqualified male athlete and/or one unqualified female athlete in
one event of the Championships (except the Combined Events). Member Federations
whose unqualified athlete excels in a field event,  should have submitted to the  IAAF, by
the time of the Preliminary Entry deadline, the name(s) of their athlete(s) and
performance(s) for the entry to be considered by the Technical Dele gates for final
approval and for which the IAAF may seek the opinion of the relevant Area Association.

If the host country of the World Youth Championships does not have an athlete qualified

in an event, it may enter one athlete in these events regardless of any entry standard.
